Another familiar name is Gerard Delaney, whose large portrait of the late Anna Nicole Smith, Tragic Beauty, is a
fitting tribute to the buxom blonde at her most photogenic and playful.

"The whole reality of Anna Nicole Smith got pushed around the corner," Delaney said at the opening reception.
"A line was crossed when the persona overrode the person.”

Steven Sylvester won the only prize given, the People's Choice Award, for Wardrobe Malfunction, his version of a
costume worn by Janet Jackson.

Instead of black leather and chains, Sylvester employs clay and bits of wire to achieve realism in a way that
suggests what happened that Super Bowl evening without offending anyone.

Working from the heart on issues of deep personal concern motivated Carean Kaso to create Crude Box
(Separation). Inside a box with a covering of tiny flower petals embedded in yellow resin is a seated nude woman,
in the moments after delivering a baby. "It's all about the recent loss of my mother and the grieving process,"
explained Kaso.

"Even if you're an adult, when you lose a parent, you're an orphan.”

Kaso, who previously worked as a painter, incorporates white birds as spiritual symbolism on the painted border of
the box.

"I've lost several female members of my family and had dreams about them becoming birds and flying away," she
says.

Benjamin Sivells takes the use of sea materials to a higher level with the whimsical shell collage My Gypsy
Woman, which depicts a jazzy-looking couple.

Travel to foreign places inspired Gilda Folger in Une Nuit a Paris , with a couple toasting near the city's
landmarks on a starry night.

She also contributes the charming  Moroccan Bride , a two-dimensional narrative work of a veiled brid e led
in a camel caravan through a river. Dressing up thi s painting, said

Folger, are actual spices -- cinnamon, turmeric and cumin.

Other worthy works include Terresa Ford's series of soulful portraits, such as Desespero; Anita Lovitt's intimate
Agriculture, made up of nearly postage-size squares of quilted cloth; and Sharon Huff's moral-message tale of the
heart, Aim Higher.

There's a lot to ponder in "Mix It Up."
